WEITE HOEAD MOUNTAIN,

The best known landimark in Korea i= White Head Mt. the
bighest pesk of the Ever WLite Mts. on the northern fruntier of
Korea. It does not derive its name alone from the fact that it is
. eovered with snuw during ten months of the vear, Lut alse from

its white imestone formation. 1t iz believed further, thst the flora
and fauna are white and that the snimale of the ferocious species
ar2 here barmless. This mountain is the head of the range repre-
senud as a dragon trailing its length thirough the whole length of
the peninsula,  As the dragon is believed to exert an influence over
the waters, under the simile of the dragon’s head. it is fitting that
this mountain should be the source of the Yaluo and Tumen rivers,
which have their rise iu the lake high up among the mouutain.
peaks: The circumference of this lake is said by an authority quot-
ed by Dr. Griflis to be ten English miles, ut the Koreanz belicve it
to be twenty five. Its altitude is twenty five hundred feet shove the
ses, while that of the peaks smong which it pestles is from ten
to twelve thousand fect.
